As mission partners with CMS in Bolivia for the last 6 years, we work alongside the local church in Santa Cruz.  With a passion for building community, and our background in business and hospitality, we aim to use these skills to help build up the capacity of the church, by reaching out to those around us, connecting with local businesses and the surrounding neighbourhoods through initiatives like the church community garden -a tranquil space in the midst of the busy city where people can connect with each other and the Lord.  Our microfinance ministry exists to give people tools to improve their finances through financial education, community savings groups, while we invest in financial and spiritual wellbeing through discipleship and fellowship.  Richard and Yenni, a couple from one of the small businesses we’ve invested in, now minister to others who have lived challenging lives on the streets in their local community, offering a free monthly lunch for 70 people and a weekly bible study.  It’s so encouraging to see how God has used this investment for his Glory as Richard and Yenni reach out to love and disciple others in Christ’s name.
Andrew has recently teamed up with a well-respected Bolivian economist to offer financial stewardship workshops to the church and local community.  He is also working closely with the Bishop of Bolivia, supporting the Bolivian Diocese to develop streams of income to secure long-term financial sustainability.

Please pray for Bolivia amid the current financial crisis, especially as we head into Presidential elections in August.  Please pray for us as we support our brothers and sisters in Christ through this crisis, that we would continue to share the hope and light of Christ where it is needed most to those who don’t yet know him.

We partner with local leaders worldwide to implement Christ-centred projects that improve the lives of families and offer them a sustainable future.
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Currently, an estimated 60,000 young people are living on the streets in Nairobi, often due to abandonment, domestic violence, or extreme poverty. These harsh conditions leave them vulnerable to exploitation and addiction.

Pastor Joshua’s mission is to reach these young individuals with the Gospel of Jesus Christ, offering them a way out of their desperate situation.  Through a comprehensive three-month rehabilitation program, he not only helps them recover but also supports them in developing business plans to ensure they can achieve long-term financial stability.

In November 2023, Pastor Joshua visited St. Pat’s to share his vision for a Leadership and Talent Centre. This Centre will initially provide a home and support for up to 25 boys at a time, with plans to impact over 100 boys over the next five years. The Centre will offer vocational training in areas like business management, group discussions, and creative outlets, all while continuing to provide rehabilitation from the harsh realities of street life.

We’re thrilled that having bought and fenced the land with your help;  construction is beginning this year!  Let’s continue this journey together!

Working in Coimbra, Portugal with
Crosslinks
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We are mission partners with Crosslinks, an Anglican mission society committed to bringing God’s Word to God’s world.  Since January 2023, we have been involved in church planting in Coimbra, Portugal, aiming to reach the lost with the good news of the gospel and see a healthy, Bible-teaching church established in the city centre, one that makes disciples who are rooted in God’s Word and passionate for His glory.

Over this past year, CGC (the church plant) has been a huge encouragement.  Most weeks, we have welcomed visitors, some of whom have just moved to the area and are looking for a church to join, whilst others have come along as a result of being invited by a Christian friend.  One visitor hadn’t stepped foot inside a church for twelve years due to a very bad experience in a prosperity-gospel preaching church which nearly destroyed her faith.  However, when a friend invited her along, she found herself accepting the invite and is now a regular!  Another more elderly lady started coming due to a “chance” meeting with our family in the street which began with her asking us about our kids and ended up with her accepting an invitation to church.  And another person started visiting us, having been recently converted online(!) and longing to find a church that faithfully taught God’s Word. CGC


Of course, there continue to be many challenges and needs – there aren’t enough leaders for all the small groups, there are some complex pastoral situations which require a lot of time and wisdom (two things that I often lack), and the space we rent for the church is getting too small (what a great problem, though!).  Yet as we look back at the past year, our hearts are overflowing with thankfulness and joy for all that God has done!

As always, we are so very thankful to God for your prayers and for your continued support, which we so dearly appreciate!

Please do praise God for all who heard the gospel this year in Coimbra and pray that many would come to know and trust in Jesus for themselves.  Pray especially for CGC, that the Lord might use this new community to strengthen his people and to bring others in.  Pray too that over time, we wouldn’t lose our evangelistic zeal!

SEAN (Study by Extension in All Nations)







SEAN was created in South America in 1971 as a means of allowing Christians to study locally and in their mother tongue rather than leaving home to attend a Bible College with courses offered in an official language.  It has expanded to include courses in 118 languages worldwide.  Every year well over 200,000 people do SEAN Bible courses in more than 100 countries

As SEAN students study at home and serve in the local church, they grow and mature in their faith as well as discover and develop their gifts; thus, they are able to exercise a more effective ministry both in the Church and the community.  
The courses are based on well-established educational techniques and are open to all.  Those who have difficulty with reading or writing can work with another student to help them.

A typical SEAN course contains about 10 weekly units or lessons, each with two basic elements:

The home study is completed by the student at home prior to the group meeting.  Interacting with their Bible and the study text, the student fills out the answers to the questions raised.  The deceptively simple style and easily answered repetition is, in fact, carefully graded reinforcement of basic doctrines and facts.

The group meeting is led by a trained tutor who uses the leaders’ guide to build further on the home study making full use of small group dynamics that leads to practical and personal application of the truths learned.  The group leader or tutor follows carefully set out goals and instruction for the meeting to ensure the concepts covered are fully grasped.

All SEAN courses seek to help people grow in their faith and to encourage them to apply what they learn in the mission and ministry of the church.  They focus on equipping disciples as followers of Jesus Christ in this world who can pass on what they have learned to others and so take on leadership within their own churches at various levels.  Our courses therefore combine study of the content of our faith with practical skills that are helpful for the growth of the church.

From 1970 - 73 my first job in South Asia was running a vegetable garden.  Titus was the only child of his widowed mother, who was working for 2 of our Nurses who ran a Medical Clinic 1½ days walk from the town where I was living at the time.  Titus was 18 (probably 1973) and had finished at school and wanted to learn typing in order to get a job in the District Centre where he lived so he came to learn to type.  He had the money to pay for his tuition, but not for his food and accommodation.  It was decided that he would earn his keep by working in my garden.  After finishing the training, he returned home and got a job as a typist in the District Education Office and worked there for the next 39 years.  Now living in the capital city he had noticed me when I was seeing the children of the family I was staying with, on to the school bus, but carried on his way.  However, he couldn’t get it out of his head that it was me he had seen, so he returned to where the school bus had left, enquired with some of the locals as to where the family I had been with were living, and came and knocked on the door where I was staying!!  We had ‘tato chai’ (tea) together and he told me all I have written above.  He is still a committed believer and is a member of a large, local church in the capital city.  God’s wonderful faithfulness!

She was in my teenager group in the late ‘90’s from a poor, low caste, Christian family.  She reminded me, at church in March, that I had paid for her to do a computer course after leaving school and she had obtained employment after finishing the course.  But, actually, it wasn’t me who paid for the course, although I physically handed over the money, but it was all of you!  How?  With the amazing support that you gave me from St Pats, including also from Missionary Mart and other individuals from St Pats, I was able to help my Asian brothers and sisters who needed finance for medicines, operations, trainings, passports, citizenship costs, etc.  You have blessed the church through your giving to me and, also, through your faithful prayers over many years.
